Dance 
Our End of Quarter Sharing took place on Tuesday, January 
23 where students from Jazz Dance History and Dance for the 
Camera classes shared their creative work.    
  
Dance for the Camera: In this class, students learned to 
utilize digital video technologies to create dance for the cam-
era, studying video production and choreography as an artistic 
tool as well as the equipment and skills required to communi-
cate a unique artistic vision. Students explored fundamental 
camera operations, movement, and composition. Choreo-
graphic studies  introduced and reinforced elements of effort, 
shape, theme and variation, repetition, and reordering.   
 
Project: Students chose one aspect of filmmaking that they 
have been studying over the quarter to focus on. Using this as 
their primary focus, each student created a short study that 
illustrated this interest.

Jazz Dance History: Afro-Caribbean and American Vernacu-
lar Jazz Dance History class is designed to introduce students 
to the origins of jazz dance in America. The study of jazz em-
phasizes African and Caribbean, as well as “street” and 
“ballroom” influences. Basic jazz movement, jazz music, and 
rhythmic awareness skills are included. Articulate the ethical 
dimensions surrounding the creation, circulation, and interpre-
tation of the history and culture of jazz dance.   
Project: Students were assigned a jazz choreographer and 
musician to research for their final presentation. Students com-
pleted a 2-page paper and created a 2-minute piece of chore-
ography based on their research.
